Activities at the workshop will be performed during 14 days along with theoretical lectures and collateral cultural activities. The latter will be accredited and free of charge.


The main purpose of the event is to develop interrelation and interchanging of experiences among all of the participating artists.


The participants must bring along tools and materials they are used to working with. Any information related to their works, no matter what kind of means, can be brought too. This will be surely very useful when interchanging theoretically.


The participants are also requested to bring along a small-formatted work which is supposed to be donated. This very same work will be exhibited in a final exposition of the event, and it will become part of the patrimonial funds of the future Museum of Contemporary Artistic Ceramics in our city.


Each one of the artists will be allowed to create three (3) works no larger than 40 centimeters as long as the event is still going.
